Spring is here!  And, with all the rain we are having we should have plenty of May flowers and sunshine! 

 
Also, the countdown is ticking for first time home buyers and current home owners to take advantage of 

the tax credit.  So, thereõs still time for buyers to benefit from the t ax credit and help for us to get some 

of our listings sold!  Most of you already know that the tax credit will expire on April 30, 2010 to have a 

binding sales contract in place and to close that contract by June 30, 2010! 

 

 But wait!  Did you know that this is not the case for everyone? 

 
You will still want to keep in mind this tax credit as it will be available past the April 30th deadline for our members of the mili-

tary, foreign service and intelligence community. 

 
For qualified service members who are ordered on a period of official extended duty, these dates are extended for one year. 

For these home buyers, the tax credit applies to sales with a binding sales contract in place on or before April 30, 2011  and 

closed by June 30, 2011.  

 
A person who is forced to return to the U.S. for medical reasons before completing an assignment of at least 90 days of quali-

fied official extended duty outside of the United States may qualify for the one-year extension. 

Also, according to NAR, another benefit to members of the military, etc, is a waiver on the time of occupancy of the home pur-

chased with the tax credit. Homebuyers who purchase their home using the tax credit must use that home as a principal resi-

dence for a period of no fewer than three years, or must forfeit the entire credit. Military, intelligence and foreign service 

members do not have to repay the credit if they have to sell their home after fewer than three years occupancy due to 

official business.
