 In late May, we asked all members to write to their members of Congress and urge reauthorization of the NFIP. As I 

write this roughly 40,000 REALTORS® have responded. I’m optimistic that Congress will take action, both on the 

reauthorization and on our plea to delay the tax-credit closing deadline to Sept. 30. 

 INVEST. Nearly a quarter of NAR members contribute to the REALTORS® Political Action Committee. Those do-

nors recognize that legislative priorities, such as preserving the mortgage interest deduction, keeping capital mar-

kets functioning, and setting rules that foster rather than hinder healthy markets, are essential to our business sur-

vival. 

 It’s important to remember that RPAC is neither a Republican nor a Democratic organization. Your contribution to 

RPAC helps us elect a Congress that understands and supports REALTOR® Party politics. 

 When it comes to politics, it’s vitally important that REALTORS® vote, act, and invest. If we don’t, someone else 

will surely fill the vacuum—someone without our perspective, expertise, or commitment to thriving communities.

Amended ORS 86.770 Bars Deficiency Judgment in Most 80/20 Loan Foreclosures

  As most of you know, 2009 saw a significant overhaul of mortgage and foreclosure laws in Oregon. 

As I mentioned in an earlier article, ORS 86.770 was amended to address the ñ80/20ò loan situation, in which the pri-

mary debt or note and trust deed are foreclosed, leaving a second note that originated at the same time as the primary 

debt, which was then pursued for a deficiency judgment. The 2009 changes to ORS 86.770 were not clear regarding 

junior interests in a property that are subject to a trusteeôs foreclosure sale and whether or not a deficiency was allowed 

after a trusteeôs sale or the judicial foreclosure of residential property if that deficiency was based on another note cre-

ated at the same time as the instrument foreclosed on during a trusteeôs sale, or a note by the same lender sold to a dif-

ferent lender. 

 
  In March 2010, additional amendments to the statute were made in an attempt to clarify the previous 

changes. First, ORS 86.770(1) is now clear that no deficiency is allowed after a trusteeôs sale or judicial foreclosure of 

residential property as to all parties who received notice of the sale, except as regarding other property owned by the 

grantor of the trust deed, another instrument, or as to any guarantor or an action by the guarantor against the grantor, 

and as long as ORS 86.770(2)(b) is satisfied. 

 
  In effect, the 2010 changes to ORS 86.770 make it clear that no deficiency is allowed after a trusteeôs 

sale or a judicial foreclosure if the deficiency is based on a note, bond, or other obligation secured by the foreclosed 

residential trust deed, where the second note, bond or other obligation was created on the same day or in the same 

transaction, and owed to the same beneficiary or an ñaffiliateò (undefined term in the statute) of the beneficiary that 

foreclosed another instrument describing the same residential property. 

 
  So, going back to the ñ80/20ò mortgage with two loans originating the same day by the same benefici-

ary or a so called ñaffiliateò of the beneficiary and regarding the same property, a trusteeôs sale on either note or obli-

gation will bar a deficiency action on the other. Thus an ñunaffiliatedò lender may be able to bring a deficiency action 

after a trusteeôs sale on one of the notes. The amendments to ORS 86.770 apply to any instrument securing a residen-

tial trust deed, whether created before or after the effective date of the changes (March 10, 2010), except the changes 

to ORS 86.770(2)(a) are effective as to any actions for deficiency brought on or after August 9, 2009. While of the 

changes seem to clear up the Legislatureôs intent regarding how the typical ñ80/20ò mortgage notes are handled in 

foreclosure, there are still some open questions regarding the meaning of ñaffiliated lenderò and what that term means 

or implies.
