Oregon Legislature Back in Session

On Monday, the Oregon Legislature formally convened the 2010 February SpéthahBessssion expected to

In the first week, several key issues that will impact the real estate industry have emerged:

New Restrictions on Domestic Ground Water Use

On Tuesday, the House Committee on Environment and Water held a puttiage&ilhgaatsigned to reduce
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to require permits for domestic wells in areas determined by the Water Resourdesriépadiisemiengthy and
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water resources. The Oregon Association of REALTORS® defeated a similar legislative concept during the 2009 Leg
Session and remains strongly opposed to this legislation that would further restrict domestic ground water use for prog
owners in rural Oregon.

Navigability

This week, the Senate Committee on Environment and Natural Resources held a public hearing on the controversial i
navigabilitySenate Bill 106ponsored by Senator Alan Bafesh{Bnd) establishes the public right to recreational use

of Oregon waterways up to the high water mark and beyond. If succesafdigtgtbblic access to land that is

privately owned and would severely limit the private property rights of landowners adjacent to ANY body of water in Ol
gon. The Oregon REALTORS® are committed to protecting private property rights, are steadfastly opposed to the bill,
will keep you informed of any new developments.

New Standards for Appraisal Management Companies
House Bill 362atroduced by Representative Paul Holvey, Chair of the House Consumer Protection Committee, would
require appraisal management companies (AMCSs) to register with the Appraiser Certification and Licensure Board anc
