2010 O6Supplemental 6 Session Adjourns

On Thursday afternoon, the 2010 Supplemental Legislative Session came
to a conclusion. Despite the short timeframe of the session, there were

In the 2010 Supplemental Session the Oregon REALTORS® took advantage of the opportu-
nity to proactively strengthen consumer protection by establishing new regulations on Ap-
praisal Management Companies (AMCs).

House Bill 3624 Enrolled: Protecting Consumers -- At the request of Representative Paul
Holvey (D -Eugene), the Oregon REALTORS® were actively engaged in conversations with
key stakeholders to strengthen consumer protections in the housing market. The passage

of House Bill 3624 -Enrolled will require AMCs to register with the Department of Consumer
& Business Services (DCBS) and will prohibit AMCs from attempting to influence appraisals,
alter completed reports or place certain requirements on independent contractor apprais-

ers.

Nationally, unregulated AMCs are having a negative impact on the housing market, and
NAR has encouraged each state association to pass legislation. The Oregon REALTORS®
will be engaged as DCBS moves forward with the rulemaking process to fully implement the
bill by January 1, 2011.
