MORTGAGE FRAUD ï DOES ANYONE CARE?

  Mortgage fraud occurs many ways.  Sometimes it is wrongfully stated income, not ñowner occu-

piedò or simply squeezing a home loan that is not truly conforming into a conforming home loan package to com-

plete the transaction.  Until recently the war on mortgage fraud was virtually unheard of.  Federal law enforcement 

officers were outmanned, outgunned, and the public consciousness has simply not been raised to justify a ñwarò 

on mortgage fraud.  No one really knows how much mortgage fraud exists; however, the Federal Financial Fraud 

Enforcement Task Force has recently suggested that industry loan losses from mortgage fraud will exceed $30 

billion in 2010.  Recently, many lenders are beginning to scrutinize loan packages to determine why the loans 

failed.  Typically they involve ñunique incidencesò of borrower fraud.  These are difficult to prosecute because the 

U.S. Justice Department does not have the man power to prosecute such mortgage fraud.  Typically it is left to 

state Attorney Generals to prosecute.  State Attorney Generals rarely prosecute mortgage fraud based upon their 

belief that it is a federal issue.  As a general rule FBI field offices are not permitted to investigate any fraud unless 

the loss exceeds $1 million.  Accordingly, the only mortgage lending investigations occur at the federal level in-

volve large scaled conspiracies by brokers or money laundering.  The HUD office Inspector General has the au-

thority to investigate lending fraud but rarely prosecutes such violations. 

 

  With the FBI at the helm, the new National Mortgage Fraud Task Force has begun making a re-

newed effort to work with local law enforcement representatives to prosecute mortgage loan fraud.  The federal 

law has also been modified to permit a qui tam action by a private person who may share between 15 and 30 per-

cent of the governmentôs recovery in a mortgage lending fraud.  Most states have new regulations on real estate 

and mortgage brokers and are attempting to solve this problem through greater regulation of brokerage firms. 

 

  2010 changes to RESPA and Regulation Z have only resulted in tightening mortgage lending re-

quirements and have increased the regulation of mortgage brokers.  It is not anticipated that this regulation will 

discourage mortgage lending fraud which in most cases is perpetrated by the borrower. 

 

  I am certainly not encouraging mortgage fraud, but I have been surprised with the lack of signifi-

cant effort in its prosecution.  I expect to see lenders filing civil actions against borrowers for failed loans when 

they can identify mortgage fraud in the application process.  In most states this is an exception to the anti-

deficiency laws.  Oregon courts will probably agree when this issue is raised.
