Tax Implications for Foreclosure Assistance Groups  

 

The Internal Revenue Service (ñIRSò) has issued a memorandum dis-

cussing the possible tax implications for tax exempt organizations that 

provide assistance to consumers facing foreclosure. Click here to 

download the memorandum.  

Two separate organizations that provide consultation services to con-

sumers facing foreclosure sought opinions from the IRS. The organiza-

tions presented two issues to the IRS:  

1. Does counseling consumers facing foreclosure constitute ñcredit 

counseling servicesò as defined in Ä501(q)(4)(A), making the organiza-

tion subject to the requirements of §501(q)?  

2. If the organizations are subject to the requirements of §501(q), are 

they in violation of the prohibition against ñnegotiating the making of a 

loanò when they work with a consumerôs lender(s) to restructure exist-

ing loan(s)?  

First, the IRS found that groups providing advice and other assistance 

to consumers facing foreclosure of their home do qualify as credit coun-

seling services. Section 501(q) creates requirements for tax exempt 

organizations that provide ñcredit counseling services.ò One of the re-

quirements is that the tax exempt organization cannot provide loans to 

debtors in exchange for a fee or interest and the organization ñcannot 

negotiate the making of loans on behalf of debtors.ò  

The IRS found both organizations qualified as credit counseling services. 

Organizations that provide information to the general public about fi-

nancial matters such as budgeting and responsible use of credit, and/or 

those that provide consulting services to individuals with financial prob-

lems are considered to be providing ñcredit counseling services.ò Since 

both organizations qualified as credit counseling services, the require-

ments of §501(q) applied to them.  

The IRS found that the actions of the organizations did not violate §501

(q)(4). The IRS stated that the restrictions contained in §501(q)(4) 

applied to the actual making of loans, not simply assisting homeowners 

with financial problems restructure existing loans. Here, the organiza-

tions were merely working with the consumerôs existing lender(s). 
Therefore, the IRS stated that the organizations were not jeopardizing 

their tax exempt status by providing these services.
